If the 
congregation votes to approve the deal presented in November, 
we will close on the property shortly thereafter.  Stay tuned for 
more details!

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Update on the Flu and 
Hospital Visitation Policies—

What is the visitation policy?
In an effort to protect patients from widespread flu infections in 
Virginia, only individuals over the age of 18 will be permitted as 
visitors in Hampton Roads area hospitals, including all Sentara 
hospitals. 

Additionally, individuals of all ages with symptoms of  
influenza-like illness will not be permitted within these institutions. 

Symptoms of flu include: 
E	 fever and respiratory illness such as cough,  

sore throat, runny or stuffy nose 

E	 muscle aches 

E	 chills 

E	 and sometimes vomiting and diarrhea

Why is this policy necessary?
2009 H1N1 influenza is now widespread in Virginia.  
The prevalence of flu among children and adolescents puts 
them at greater risk of carrying the virus into the healthcare 
setting. Our goal as health care providers is to use every 
available and appropriate measure to protect our patients from 
exposure to infections.

These measures apply only to visitors and not to those seeking 
medical care.

What else can I do to help reduce the infections?
It’s important to recognize that there are two varieties of flu 
circulating—2009 H1N1 influenza (often called swine flu) and the 
seasonal flu, which usually emerges in December and peaks in 
January.

Children and adults should be vaccinated against both 2009 
H1N1 and seasonal flu. Each has its own vaccine, and your age 
and current health status will determine the timing and method 
of receiving the vaccine. Please contact your pediatrician and 
family physician to schedule your vaccines as soon as possible. 

Simple steps can also help prevent the spread of the flu. 
Teach your children to cough or sneeze into their elbows or a 
tissue. Have them wash their hands often with soap and water, 
especially after they cough or sneeze. Alcohol-based hand 
cleaners also work well. 

How serious is the flu?
Most cases of seasonal and 2009 H1N1 flu will be relatively mild 
and clear up with no complications, but in rare cases, influenza 
can lead to more dangerous infections like pneumonia. To 
hospitalized patients, even a mild infection can be catastrophic.
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How long will this policy remain in effect?
This visitation policy change will remain in effect while the 
prevalence of flu in the region is extraordinarily high.

For more information on flu and vaccines, call the Virginia 
Department of Health's flu hot line at 1-877-ASK-VDH3.

What is KPC doing? We are encouraging proactive 
measures to protect each other and ourselves from the flu. Large 
containers of hand-washing cleaner are available in the Lobby. 
Greeters and Ushers will be welcoming with only a smile rather 
than with a hug or a handshake. Restrooms will be well stocked 
with soap and paper towels. We are reminding everyone to use 
tissues when sneezing or coughing!

Most importantly, we urge you to stay home if you are ill—and 
ESPECIALLY—keep your children home if they exhibit flu-
like symptoms of any kind. Our nursery workers and Sunday 
school teachers will be unable to care for your child if he/she 
displays even a mild symptom, such as a runny nose.  For more 
information on Seasonal and 2009 H1N1 Flu, visit www.cdc.gov 
or www.flu.gov or call 800-CDC-INFO.

The Proverbs 22 Child—
We’re all familiar with the Proverbs 31 woman who is the epitome 
of godly womanhood.  But do we recognize the Proverbs 22 
child?  Proverbs 22:6 describes a child who knows God’s path 
for him and stays the course.  This verse is addressed to parents, 
of course, because without training, any child is prone to go his 
own way.  So, when the Word says, “Train up a child in the way 
he should go,” what exactly does it mean?

There are many aspects of training a child, some of which are 
spiritual, social, academic, and physical.  Spiritually, we want 
our children to grow to love and serve God.  Socially, we want 
our children to be polite and to get along well with others.  Aca-
demically and physically, we want our children to be successful 
in school and to grow up healthy and strong.  As parents, we 
have some responsibility for our child’s development in each of 
these areas.  But there is another area that is oftentimes over-
looked and usually left to “chance.”  That area is the child’s 
“calling.”

Each of us is born with certain gifts and talents that are God-
given.  When we gaze at a new baby, we don’t see the gifts that 
are resident in that precious little package, but they’re there 
even at birth.  Part of a parent’s responsibility is discovering 
those gifts and facilitating their growth and development.  Prov-
erbs 18:16 says, “A man’s gift makes room for him, and brings him 
before great men.”  Each of us has our particular niche to fill in 
the Kingdom.  It’s part of our responsibility as parents to help our 
children find their niches. 

So, parents, what is it that your child gravitates to?  What is he or 
she passionate about?  Encourage their exploration and devel-
opment.  Even if your child’s interest moves on to something else 
down the road, the journey will have been enriching and enlight-
ening, and together, you will find “the way that he should go.”  

The promise in all of this is that, “when he is old, he will not 
depart from it.”  God’s plans for us are to give us “a future and 
a hope” (Jer. 29:11).  How we want that promise for our kids, and 
how privileged we are to partner with God in the fulfillment of 
His plans for them.  There is nothing more wondrous and exciting 
than participating in the journey that God has for our children!
