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I f the Great Commission is true, 
our plans are not too big; they 

                     are too small.

Few churches in America have experienced the broad-
sweeping hand of God’s blessing during a capital campaign 
like Ward Presbyterian Church in Detroit.  In the mid-1980s, 
this congregation agreed to purchase 139 acres of land 
that exceeded their needs and their ability to pay.  Investors 
swarmed the venture prior to closing, offering cashier’s 
checks and higher bids to undermine the sale.  “But the 
land was ours,” says former pastor Willard R. Davis.  “God had 
directed us to it!”

Miracle upon miracle preceded the church’s closing on its 
139 acres.  Within just two years, land values skyrocketed, 
making Ward Presbyterian’s parcel one of the most valuable 
pieces of land in the entire Detroit area along the I-275 
corridor.  Ward found favor with the utilities company, which 
agreed to relocate for the church’s needs, however for 
a sizable fee due immediately.  The congregation gave 
sacrificially to meet the utility companies’ demands, and on 
one Easter Sunday collected well over the required amount 
to seal that agreement.  Yet another roadblock cleared, with 
unexpected expenses paid through unexpected generosity.  

Over the decade, government planning priorities and 
requirements shifted in the community.  Church leadership 
rotated, but the congregation never lost sight of its goal.  
“Discouragement and delays did not mean defeat,” says 
Suzanne Johnson, one of Ward’s building committee 
members.  “God steered us in the right direction with each 
decision.”  

Today, Ward Church looks back with amazement at God’s 
orchestration of an endeavor much grander than they 
imagined.  In the early 1990s, the church sold approximately 
40 acres of its original parcel for about $9 million.  This sale 
price matched the exact amount that the church had spent 
for land purchase, taxes, interest, planners fees, the addition 
of expensive utilities placed on the land, rezoning, and other 
such expenses incurred since the project’s very beginning.

In essence, God sent a buyer to purchase a small portion of 
Ward’s acreage that offset the cost of their entire investment, 
leaving the church with 100 acres – for free.  

Members of Ward Presbyterian have been telling their 
miraculous story ever since, even at the barber shop, where 
the pastor’s barber exclaimed after hearing about the 
entire process, “Reverend, your God really is alive, isn’t he?”  
Retelling His blessings is exactly what God commands in the 
Bible.  Trusting God to provide the Promised Land, Joshua 
led the Israelites to the flooded banks of the Jordon River – a 
daunting barrier.  The Lord simply commanded that they step 
into the water, and the waves parted for the people to cross 
on dry land (Joshua 3-4).  After crossing, Joshua instructed 
each of the tribes to carry a stone from the middle of the 
river to build an altar of remembrance to the Lord.  When 
their descendants ask the meaning of the stones, they should 
retell the story of the miraculous river crossing and recount 
God’s great power.

Over a year ago, KPC voted to step into the river and 
pursue a monumental dream to build a larger ministry 
called The City of Hope.  In the midst of such a big task, we 
have seen God part the waters and bless us.  We are now 
positioned and waiting to purchase 519 acres, a parcel 
that holds great potential in Hampton Roads.  We believe 
God can orchestrate the agreement of community leaders, 
city planners, developers, and investors – for His glorious 
purposes. 

God has provided KPC with an uncommon opportunity 
to construct a legacy, and the means with which to do it.  
Continue to pray.  Continue to give.  When our children ask 
how The City of Hope started, we can say with confidence 
and excited faith, “God parted the waters!”

A 

young man in his 20's approached us from the SUV and 

hugged us when he realized we were okay.  As the cars 

were whizzing by, the Lord spoke clearly to me saying that 

He was going to the highways and the byways looking for 

those who are lost.... and this young man, Adam, was the 

one He was after.  Adam had literally jumped into our net!  

A drunk driver had totaled Adam's car two days before and 

the SUV was a rental!  Adam had received Jesus Christ five 

years ago and was terribly backslidden, and the enemy was 

literally trying to kill him.  He recommitted his life to the 

Lord as we prayed together and declared 'life' over him.  

The Lord knows everything that's going on in our lives 

and, while Bob and I were rebuking the spirit of death 

just minutes before, God was sending angels to protect us, 

Adam, and the other people speeding by us.  He allowed 

the 'accident' so that we could meet and pray for Adam.  

He cares so much for every one of His children.  He sent 

two willing grandparents to minister to this young man 

in the power of the Holy Spirit.  Adam was like one of our 

own, and after helping him find his car keys, Bob gave him 

$10 for gas so he could get to where he was going. What a 

privilege to serve the Living God!  Please pray for this child 

of God that he'll find a good church and grow closer to the 

Lord.  The car has $3500 worth of damage and will take 

two weeks to repair.  I almost don't want to fix it because it 

reminds me to pray every day for more divine encounters 

and for Adam.
