Slaying the Dragon:
Myths about Singing in the Choir

An Invitation from Nancy Klein

There are five universal myths that pepper the thoughts of
Christians as they ponder that gentle nudge to “join the church
choir.” Choral directors have tried to develop effective 12-step

programs to combat these myths. Others have chosen the
route of denial; act as if these are not real...then maybe they
won't be! The best defense against such myths is to address
them head on, preferably in alphabetical order. . .

Myth # 1 has to do with the AUDITION. Many folks who

would like to join the choir have heard that this obstacle must
be passed, sort of like taking a final examination on a sermon
series. NOT TRUE -there is no audition process required at KPC.

Myth #2 tells folks that they cannot be COMMITTED to
anything until every aspect of their life is in perfect order. That
is a scary thought. If we dwelt on that one for too long we
might never leave the house at alll Commitment is a first step
to ordering the rest of your life. (Read Proverbs lately?)

You might assume that
she was always connected in the church, but it
wasn’t until she became a new member that she
claimed she wanted to “get deeply plugged in.”
The Connections Interview prompted her to start
helping around the church. She said it was “cool
for me to meet my interviewer who was active in
volunteering.” Regardless of volunteering, for Kristin and many
other new members, it simply helped to have another person to
talk to when trying to get connected.

Getting plugged in sounds great, but for new people and
members alike, sometimes it is a daunting challenge.

The Presence of Jesus Even in Jail

'The following is an account of what happened to Kimberly
Benson and me at the jail one Tuesday in November.
Seriously, this is just one of many stories. We witness the hand
of God in the most spectacular ways at the jail. | always go
fo the jail with a sense of expectation each week! We feel
the presence of Jesus as we walk through the cellblocks.”
—Joy Gray

While driving to the Virginia Beach Correctional Center recently
to minister to female inmates, the Holy Spirit impressed upon
me that someone in jail that very day was calling out to Him
from their utter brokenness. It was a strong impression. After
meeting with my jail ministry partner, we prayed that God
would somehow lead us to this individual. We visited a number
of cellblocks that evening to distribute Christian books and to
talk and pray with many women, but no one distinctly stood out
as being that one person calling out to God.

As we were visiting final cellblocks that evening, a Deputy
approached us and asked if we could possibly take a moment
before we left to speak with a distressed woman in solitary
confinement? We were taken to the cell where we found a
desperate young mother-to-be, wrenched in emotional pain
from her broken life. She shared that she had “lost her faith” as
a result of the adverse circumstances in her life, but that very
afternoon she had pulled the mat off her cot onto the floor of
her cell, gotten on her knees, and prayed to God for help. She
recognized that God heard her prayer that afternoon and sent
two volunteer chaplains to minister to her. We held her hands
through the bars and let the Holy Spirit guide us in prayer. What
| heard in my spirit and shared with this young woman as she
sobbed profusely was: “Jesus is near!” Our prayers for this
young woman were quickly overtaken by her own words as
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she literally called out, “God | need You! | am so sorry. Please
forgive me. Please help me. Please help my family. | am so
lonely and | need You so much.” Her prayers were literally
echoing throughout the jail as she called out to God. | could
almost visibly see Jesus standing near, and | was rejoicing that
God had led us to the person that was crying out to Him.

| am humbled to often witness such moments of
divine intervention in the lives of broken people in the
jail. This is a mission field that is white unto harvest.
My prayer is for the Lord to send more laborers from
KPC into this mission field in our own back yard.

In 1994 a local ministry was formed to organize the body
of Christ in Hampton Roads in a biblical response to the
destruction of innocent human life (legalized abortion).

If we know where and when innocent, helpless human lives,
created in the image and likeness of God, are scheduled to be
aborted, then we are obligated by the command to "Love your
neighbor as yourself" to do what we can to save them.

Recognizing the immediate need each day to be a voice for
the voiceless and helpless unborn we organize teams of 2 or
more to reach out at local abortion facilities.

Recognizing the need to restore Godly leadership in civil
government as an avenue to establishing laws that protect the
weak and helpless we encourage involvement in working through
the many opportunities to replace bad leaders with good.

These are some of the many stories resulting from our current
team of 5 paid staff and 19 volunteers working six day a week
to save mothers and children from the destruction of abortion--

% On arecent Thursday Aly was at Ingleside and gave
Spanish literature to a Spanish group. They went into the
clinic after sitting in their car for a bit then came out after a
few minutes. While pulling out they smiled and waved.

# On arecent Tuesday Cheri was at Planned Parenthood
with Prayer Partner Sandra, Cheri spoke with a lady who
was there with her friend. She took literature and asked
for extras. They still went in, but fifteen minutes later came
out, drove over to us and said “l saved a baby” and drove
away.

# On arecent Thursday Lydia was at "Virginia Women's
Wellness" abortion facility. She called out to a couple with
words of encouragement and offers of help. They didn't
take the literature, but they did come back out a few minutes
later and said, “If it makes y'all happy we didn’t do it”.

% On arecent Saturday Aly was at Hillcrest when Prayer
Partner Barb gave literature and words of encouragement
to a couple. Neither looked like they wanted to have this
abortion. They eventually left without having the abortion.
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% On arecent Monday Andrew was at "Virginia Women's
Wellness" abortion facility pleading for the lives of the
unborn and offering practical help and information when
a couple came out before the doctor arrived and they
stopped to talk with Andrew. The women said to Andrew
twice that she had changed her mind and that they didn’t
need help.
